This middle infielder takes 

the most ground balls and 

is stationed between 

second and third base 

This position will get every 

ball and throw it back to the 

pitcher 

This player is in the middle 

of the outfield, between the 

left and right fielder 

This position stands on the 

primary bag and catches 

throws from the other 

infielders who are trying to 

throw out a runner 

This person delivers the 

ball to the batters, trying to 

strike them out 

Instead of points, baseball 

calls it by this name when a 

runner crosses home plate 

This happens when a player is 

on first base and runs to 

second between pitches (it can 

happen from 2nd or 3rd base 

as well) 

RBI stands for this, and 

refers to when a hitter hits 

the ball and allows a runner 

to cross home plate 

This is when a pitcher 

racks up three trikes on a 

batter 

This is when a defensive 

player makes a mistake that 

allows a hitter or runner to 

advance 

He revolutionized the game with his 

power and home run-hitting. He set 

numerous records during his 

career, including the single-season 

home run record (60) in 1927 

He is considered to be one of the 

most dominant pitchers in baseball 

history. He holds the record for the 

most career strikeouts (5,714) and 

no-hitters (7) 

He is often said to be one of the 

greatest hitters of all time. He holds 

the records for the most career 

home runs (762) and the most 

home runs in a single season (73 in 

2001) 

He is widely recognized one of the 

most complete players in baseball 

history. He hit 660 home runs and 

won two MVP awards, earning 24 

All-Star selections during his 

illustrious career 

He is regarded as the greatest 

leadoff hitter in baseball history. He 

holds the records for the most 

stolen bases in a career (1,406) and 

the most stolen bases in a season 

(130 in 1982)
